DANCE GUIDELINES

It is the hope of our school community that our dances are wonderful events for all involved. In
that regard, it is the responsibility of each student attending all dances to know and understand
the following guidelines:

• All students and guests will abide by the rules of Rigby High School. Failure to comply with
school rules will result in dismissal from the dance and may result in further disciplinary action.

• All attendees will need a ticket and one form of identification to enter the dance.

• All students will dress appropriately and modestly. Students who are not appropriately dressed
will not be admitted to the dance. Students who modify/remove clothing after entering the
dance, in a way that does not comply with dress standards, will be dismissed from the dance.

• Any suspicion of drug or alcohol use will result in non-admittance or removal from school
grounds. Additionally, all rules contained in the student handbook will apply and involvement.

from outside agencies will occur as appropriate.

Any dancing considered dangerous, aggressive, or suggestive in any manner will not be
allowed. This includes, but is not limited to, moshing, grinding, etc. Chaperones will determine
appropriate forms of dance.
